BEING SUNSMART 
From September, 5 things to 
remember...  
 
UV levels in Victoria are on the rise 
again so from September it will be time to 
grab your sun protection gear and do the SunSmart 
Countdown. Whenever UV levels reach 3 and above, 
sun protection is needed because that is when the sun 
can start to damage skin and eyes and lead to skin 
cancer.  
Use a combination of the following five sun protection 
measures: 
5. Slip on clothing that covers as much askin as 
possible (no singlet tops) 
4. Slop on SPF30+ broad spectrum sunscreen 
(remember to reapply it before going outside) 
3. Slap on a wide brimmed hat that shades the head, 
face, neck and ears) 
2. Seek shade 
1. Slide on some wrap around sunglasses (labelled 
AS 1067) - if practical and appropriate for your school  
 
Be especially careful during the middle part of the day 
(between 10am - 2pm or 11am - 3pm daylight saving 
time) when the sun's UV levels are most intense. 
 
You can find out UV levels and the times sun 
protection is needed by looking at the SunSmart UV 
Alert in the weather section of your daily newspaper or 
visit.

HAVE YOUR SAY 

Moonee Valley City Council has developed a new Draft Road 
Safety Plan (2009-2014), which will greatly enhance the 
safety of all road users within the municipality. 
 
This is an important five-year plan for Moonee Valley. 
Through this new Draft Road Safety Plan, Council aims to 
bring together key players like Victoria Police and VicRoads, 
as well as community groups and residents to work together 
to achieve increased levels of safety on not just roads, but 
also on bike paths, and footpaths. 
 
Council has already undertaken many projects over the past 
eight years, and has seen fatal crashes reduce by 18 per 
cent from 1998 to 2007, however, more work still needs to be 
done. 
 
The Draft Road Safety Plan is now available for public 
comment and will be on public exhibition until Friday, 2 
October 2009.
