As I have been moving around the school this week I have been thrilled to observe 

the range of stimulating and exciting learning activities in which our children have 

been involved.  I have conducted a number of school tours recently and our 

visitors are all impressed with the ófeelô of FPS, the level and quality of activity 

and the motivation of students, teachers and classroom helpers. 

From  Gingerbread Men in Prep  through to Grade 5/6 Balsa wood bridge 

constructions in Art;  the Grade ½ community construction displays;  Grade ¾ 

students planning, learning about and preparing for theatre and the concert; 

meeting with the Student Leaders and SRC to plan Pyjama Day, our students are 

engaged in their learning, exploring, explaining, elaborating and evaluating as 

they go about their work.

On Tuesday 11
th
 August, Professor Len Cairns will present his report on the 

Flemington Primary School Self Assessment and Review.  This report follows 

Lenôs visits to our school, his analysis of the school level data over the last 4 years 

together with reports from all areas of the school community on our progress and 

achievements.  This is an Extraordinary School Council Meeting and all 

members of the community are invited to attend.   From this report, School 

Council and staff will then develop the School Strategic Plan to guide our 

direction for the next 4 years. 

Work continues on BER planning with an announcement expected very soon.   

The hall plan has been modified to comply with size and cost limits, following 

input from the various sub committees and in line with DEECD specifications.  An 

Early Works  plan has been set with timelines for various components of the 

preparatory works.  These works will commence in September.   

More information as it comes to hand including an Information session. 

 

We currently have 62 students enrolled for Prep in 2010 with confirmation letters 

having been sent out.  The Prep transition program commences early in Term 

four with Storytime sessions.  Any parent who has not yet completdd the 

enrolment documents for their child for 2010 is asked to do so as soon as possible 

to finalise our Prep numbers. 

 

Unfortunately, I have received a number of complaints from local residents and 

parents regarding parking and traffic violations  in the surrounding streets.  A 

number of residents have had their driveways blocked by parents parking 

incorrectly and we have twice had near misses with cars reversing out where 

children are crossing the roads.  I plead with parents to take care when driving to 

and from school, to observe the parking and traffic laws and be considerate of our 

neighbours.

This is a key 

action included in the Victorian Tobacco Control 

Strategy 2008-2013 and was developed in response 

to public consultations that found a high level of 

support for schools to be smoke-free.

Please contact Michael OôBrien on 9376 1622 

or email obrien.michael.b@edumail.vic.gov.au 

Debney Secures $2 million for Science 

During the recent holidays the College was notified by 

the Minister for Education, Bronwyn Pike, that an 

application to rebuild the science laboratories was 

successful.  This was a great result and everyone at 

Debney is very excited by this news. 

 The funding for this project has been provided by the 

Commonwealth Government through their Building 

the Education Revolution program.  The College will 

receive just on $2 million to completely rebuild the 

four science laboratories in the Commonwealth Block 

(A Block).  These laboratories are now 40 years old 

and currently do not provide the quality of facility that 

is required for the delivery of high quality science 

programs.  The rebuilt science centre will provide a 

first class learning environment for students. 

The plan for the complete re-build of our laboratories 

sees the two laboratories, preparation rooms and a 

small classroom on the first level being replaced by a 

modern open space that can accommodate two classes 

and provide workspace for science teachers.  It is 

envisaged that this large space will predominantly be 

used by middle years (7-9) students.  The two 

laboratories on the second level will be for use of 

senior students and will provide tertiary standard 

science facilities. 

New equipment and furniture will also be provided.  

Works are expected to begin shortly and are planned 

for completion in April 2010.
