Hello everyone, as you may recall, last term closed with a
flurry of lobbying and negotiation between your school
councillors and regesentatives of the state and federal
governments in relation to 'Building the Education
Revolution' (BER) economic stimulus package funding.

In order to speed up the building projects and inject money
into the economy quickly, all BER projects had to be
approved within extremely tight timeframes with little or

no consultation. To achieve this aim, many schools were
encouraged to compromise on generic "templated”
building designs provided by the state government, rather
than engaging architects to developstomdesigned
facilities.

At Flemington we were determined not to compromise. We
were already committed to a muipurpose hall and

believed we desperately needed permanent classrooms
rather than portables. We were also determined not to
sacrifice playgund space for a templated classroom
design and therefore proposed an alternate twitorey
classroom block better suited to our school grounds.

The government officials told us our budget entitlements
would fall approximately $1.2 million short of achiry

this. So, as term ended, we believed only our hall project
would proceed. In itself, this was a major win for our
community, given that we were previously considering a
smaller facility paffunded by a lowinterest loan and
community ceoperative.

Undaunted, school councillors continued lobbying State
Education Minister Bronwyn Pike, seeking the additional
cash required to achieve both our goals.

And we had another win!

Lesley has subsequently been informed that Flemington will

receive funding for ermanent classrooms, with

construction likely to commence in 2010.

This means we have successfully achieved:

91 our full entittements under the BER package;

1 the maximum possible allocation for building
maintenance works (these projects, including
restoration of our historic front gates, are already

underway) AND;

9 top-up funding to deliver our mucheeded
classrooms.

This incredible outcome is testament to the unity and
determination of the Flemington community and I'd like to
thank everyone who assistexir campaign. Special thanks
are due to our key lobbyists, Brett Hoogenbosch, Gabrielle
Dolan, Paul Douglas and Scott Darcy, along with Lesley,
Sandra and Bruce. We look forward to seeing the hall
construction work begin, hopefully later this year.

Finaly, I'd also like to thank Mandy and Karl for their
leadership of the highly popular school holiday program.
When you have children nagging their parents to get to
school earlier during holidays, that spells a successful
program.
