In the last two weeks we have been fortunate to have Terri Campbell, a 

Literacy Consultant allocated to us by the Region.  Terri has been working 

with Paul Swan, Dave Meyer, Christine Mizis and Elise Turner to develop 

and implement further literacy improvements to our school.  The learning 

which is happening with these teachers will be shared across the school. 

These teachers are also collaborating with teachers from other schools in the 

Moonee Valley network to discuss and share their teaching practice. 

Our school was identified as one with quality literacy practice earlier this 

year and Christine and Elise featured in a DEECD video about the English

Year level coordinators have been working on a Whole School Transition 

program.  This work resulted from school survey data which indicates a 

level of distress in children as they move through the school at significant 

transition points – grade 2 to 3 and grade 4 to 5 specifically.   

We will trial a modified transition program commencing on November 17
th
 

aligned with the 2010 Prep orientation days.  Students will work in different 

classes and groupings for part of each day and become familiar with the 

expectations, work and teachers at the new levels.  The school’s  Social 

Worker and Psychologist have been assisting us with this program.
