This has been another exciting week at FPS with the running track 

around the oval being installed.  Children have observed the works 

excitedly, watching with great anticipation as each stage of the work 

has been completed.  We anticipate that the track will be ready for use 

late next week. This project was funded through a Commonwealth 

Government National Schools Pride grant. 

 

The Outdoor Learning Environment is almost complete although the 

new seating will not be delivered until the end of November.  Most of 

the named and hand drawn pavers have been laid with an additional 

order to be delivered later in the year.  A number of families missed 

the original cut off date and late orders have been placed.  Any family 

who missed out on ordering a paver are encouraged to complete 

another form. 

 

An official launch and celebration will be held early in November 

when rectification ground works are complete.  Date to be advised. 

 

Staff and students were devastated following the burglary and break 

in to Ms Jagoeôs classroom on Monday evening.  The alarms were 

received at 9.40pm and Police arrived at 10pm.  Dog Squad tracked 

offenders but were unable to locate them.  Any members of the 

community who may have observed anything are asked to contact the 

Moonee Ponds Crime Desk. 

 

This week I have included the floor plan for our new Hall/Performing 

Arts complex to be constructed next year through the $3 million 

Commonwealth Government Economic Stimulus grant.  These plans 

have been tailored and revised many times since the original concept 

drawings, through a multitude of consultation meetings with the 

architects, Project Managers, School Council, Staff, Student Leaders 

and DEECD Infrastructure personnel.   

 

Elevations and 3D views have been presented to School Council and 

approved.  The Quantity Surveyor has costed the building within our 

cost limit and we are now waiting for DEECD approval to go to 

tender. 

An information forum will be held as soon as DEECD confirmation is 

received where the architect will present computer visuals and go into 

more detail about the building and spaces.
