As Term three draws to a close, we are able to sit back, take a breath and reflect on the 

successes we, as a school and community, have achieved this year. 
 

The School Strategic Plan for the 2010 – 2013 period was ratified at School Council on 

Monday night.  This was a culmination of almost 18 months of work by School Council, 

staff, parents and students under the leadership of Paul Swan.  The document becomes 

our framework which will now be developed into an Annual Implementation Plan for 

2010.  Sincere thanks to everyone who has been involved in the school self evaluation 

and review; development of the Vision, Mission and purpose statements;  shared values 

and goals as we work towards continued school improvement. 
 

National Schools Pride works are being finalised as the Outdoor Learning Area nears 

completion; engraved paver bricks have been ordered; the running track is ordered and to 

be installed early in October and the front gates area almost ready for installation. 
 

Our long awaited building program is developing clarity as the final plans and visuals 

have been presented to School Council and staff.  Some preparatory works will take 

place during these school holidays to meet the DEECD timelines, however, the majority 

of early works will take place from December to January.  A display will be prepared in 

the school foyer for Term 4, allowing parents and children the opportunity to examine 

the detail.  We are very excited at the project development and eagerly anticipate the two 

new buildings which will further enhance our fantastic school. 
 

 

The 2009 NAPLAN results have been distributed to Grade 3 & 5 students this 

week.  The results are excellent with students achieving better than the State 

benchmark in all areas assessed with the exception of Year 5 Girls in Spelling. 

At Year 3 in Reading 98% of students achieved above benchmark with 65% of 

students achieving above Band 4.   24 students achieved Band 6.  

In Number 92% of students achieved above benchmark with 34% above Band 4. 

20 students achieved Band 6. 

At Year 5 in Reading 88% of students achieved above benchmark with 50% 

above Band 6.    9 students achieved Band 8. 

In Number 91% of students achieved above benchmark with 30% above Band 6 
A large number of students also achieved. 6 students achieved Band 8. 

Congratulations to all students, parents and teachers on their efforts.

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The Victorian Student Number (VSN) is a student identification number that will be assigned by the Department of Education and 

Early Childhood Development to all students in government and non-government schools, and students in Vocational Education 

and Training Institutions. The number, which is unique to each student, will be used as a key identifier on a student’s school 

records, and will remain with the student throughout his or her education, until reaching the age of 25.  

The VSN is nine digits long, randomly assigned, and tied to identifying information about the student (name, gender, date of 

birth).   The introduction of the VSN will provide the capability to accurately detect patterns of student movement through, and 

departure from, the Victorian education and training system. It will greatly improve the collection and analysis of timely and 

accurate data about education in Victoria. 

Why do students need to have a VSN?  

In a large and diverse education system such as Victoria's, a standard, centrally assigned student number is the best way to identify 

individual students. Using a reference number to collect and store data helps avoid the errors and confusion when names are 

misspelled, changed, or mistaken for other similar names.   Most Australian states either have, or are intending to introduce a 

student number, and the practice is common in many other countries, including New Zealand and Canada. 

Where will the VSN appear?  

The VSN will appear: 

¶ on common student communications, such as enrolment confirmations and report cards, and  

¶ on applications made for enrolment in new schools or institutions.  

Why does the government need information on students?  

The Department collects information to track improvements made to the education system, to identify areas that require further 

improvement, and to analyse trends and identify future needs. The VSN will simply improve the accuracy, reliability and 

completeness of this information, providing a better basis for assessing needs and developing policies to meet them. The improved 

quality of information will also result in more accurate reporting to the community on the state’s education system. 

Will the privacy of personal information be protected?  

Yes, security is built in to the VSN system and the number itself. The student records maintained in the VSN system contain 

minimal information about each student – name, date of birth, and gender together with the date of admission and date of exit 

from each school attended. 

The VSN system is not a collection point for other student data such as academic achievements and outcomes, health or welfare 

information. Because the number is randomly assigned, personal information about the student cannot be inferred from it. 

Access to the data in the VSN system is strictly limited, and the database itself will be maintained in a fully secure environment. 

The information will be used only for educational purposes and the ways in which the VSN can be used are prescribed by 

legislation. The legislation also includes criminal offences for use of the data for other than the prescribed purposes. 

Commonwealth and State Privacy Principles have also been used to guide the design of the VSN system. 

Are parents and students entitled to see the information stored on the VSN system about the student?  
Yes. The system will not change the rules governing access to and disclosure of personal information and protection of privacy.
