Swine Influenza

The Department of Education and Early Childhood Development has issued the following advice
regarding swine influenza. Information is included about the level of alert in Australia and what to do
with specific concerns about swine inflenza.

Concerns about swine flu should be referred to any of the following:

1 Call the Swine Influenza Hotline Tel. 1800 2007 for the general public and people returning
from the Americas with fldike symptoms

1 Call Nurse-on-Call Tel. 1300 606 024 for expert health information and advice (24 hours, 7
days)

1 Call your doctor (GP) i if you have an influenzéke iliness (fever, cough and fatigue) and have
traveled to Mexico or California, Arizona, New Mexico or Texas in the past seven days.

9 Call your local hospitali if you have pneumonia and have traveled to Mexico or California,
Arizona, New Mexico or Texas in the past seven days.

Standard good general health hygiene ptastshould be in place as per usual care.

It is not expected the Australian seasonal influenza vaccine will provide protectinstdles new strain of
influenza virus, however standard flu vaccine recommendations should still be encouraged.

Action

At this point in time there are no specific measures necessary for swine flu.

All questions and concerns about swine flu shoulditezd to the resources outlined in clause 9 above.
Standard hygiene and health practices apply across all services.

The Department will continue to monitor the situation and will provide further advice as additional
information becomes available.

By listening carefully to your child explain how a solution was worked out, you can find out what your
understands. Sometimes a child's explanation will hightigdt they're using a limited range of strategies i
have misunderstandings. !
By explaining their thinking you can encourage your child to think ahodtcompare different ways of
solving problems. Your child's ability to think independently will imprevas they develop strategies to us
in different situations.

* How much more do we need? * |s there another way of working this out?
* What number comes next? * What's the difference in price?
* How did you wak that out? * Can you predict what the next number will be?

To help your child develop better thinking strategies:

* use everyday examples to point out calculations and estimations

* share different ways to get to a solution

* discuss why some methods might be better than others

* encourage using what is known to help solve more difficult problems
* play games that involve decision making and logical thinking

Shopping, games and sport are great ways to use mathematicsitmg, comparing, calculating and
averaging costs, weights and scores.
