to me first thing Friday morning.

After a group brainstorm this aftern oon, this is the report of the standout memories the
children would like to thank Flemington Primary School for.

The first memory, anecdote and diary entry by every student bar none was about the bus. This
was only the first of quite a few unexpected coll ective observations from the students. They
were blown away by the sheer size of the bus and the fact that it had not only a DVD player but
also a toilet. They laughed and played the whole way to and from Phillip Island with their host
siblings. Instead of being a chore, travelling time edged out the also popular pelican feeding
and was voted the no.3 highlight of the trip.

The famous Phillip Island penguins are remembered as much for their bashfulness as for the
invaluable lesson that even very cute thing s can smell very bad. But the somewhat friendlier
and hungrier animals of the Fauna Park were however voted the no.2 highlight of the trip.
Hand feeding the kangaroos, the sharpness of
when it takes food fr om your hand was all lasting impressions. Many Korean students were also
surprised, and commented, that the Australian students seemed equally as enthralled by
engaging our native animals as they were. Some students seemed to be under the impression
that h and feeding kangaroos is as common a pastime as backyard cricket.

The ocean road and boardwalk was voted the no.1 highlight of the day for the sheer biting
force of the wind. For all the things seen and done on the Phillip Island trip nothing seemed to
