At School Council on Monday evening, the revised plans for our Hall/Performing 

Arts Centre were discussed and decisions made as to space/cost savings; 

allowances for Instrumental Music; and decisions as to layout, direction and 

priorities.  It is anticipated that a final plan will be available for display early next 

week and will be communicated through a whole school information evening and 

in the newsletter as soon as possible.  We are very excited at the proximity to a 

firm design and start date and are already making plans for the Early Works 

component which is vital to confirm funding.  More information on the works 

timeline and a grounds plan will follow in the next few weeks. 

Thank you to the Instrumental Music subcommittee, Facilities and Future 

Directions subcommittees and School Council for their input and assistance. 

Last Tuesday, Gab Nilsson, all members of the Administration team, 

Integration/Literacy Aides and OSHC staff completed the Anaphylaxis Training 

course.  With the increased number of students with anaphylaxis, it is mandatory 

for us to have a large number of trained personnel.  These staff will now 

implement a Train the Trainer model passing this training onto all teams with 

whom they work, ensuring a safer environment for students.  Thank you to 

Adrienne for arranging this program. 

The DEECD Wireless upgrade initiative will be implemented soon allowing 

increased wireless access to our computer network.  This will ensure that cabling 

is no longer a problem and that all desktop/laptop computers will work effectively, 

no matter where on the grounds staff and students work.  This will enhance 

students' ability to access the network, use laptops outside school buildings and 

relate their learning to real life applications. 

Congratulations to Mandy, Karl and all staff involved in the OSHC Accreditation 

process last term.  Our Certificate of Accreditation and feedback was presented to 

School Council on Monday evening.  The scores on each component were very 

high and a reflection of the quality program delivered by Mandy, Karl, Eva, 

Josiah, Daniella, Sofia, Chanice, Kim and Katherine who all contributed to the 

accreditation process.
