School Council has been waiting with bated breath for
details of the Federal Government's '‘Building the Educe
Revolution’ funding. (See
http://mww.deewr.gov.au/Schooling/BuildintheEducatio
Revolution/Pages/default.aspx)

Why? Because this package aimed at stimulating the
economy and improving schools has massive ramificati
for the future of Flemington Primary.

To provide some background for families new to FPS,
School Councitas ready to proceed with plans for a ne\
multi-purpose hall funded from our own savings and wit
the assistance of a subsidised State Government loan
(backed by a community eaperative). Council had also
approached Education Minister Bronwyn Pike and
departmental representatives about the need for
permanent classrooms at FPS, rather than further
portables. It is our understanding that Flemington hasn'
had any permanent classrooms built since 1922!

Now the ground has sted dramatically. Under Building
the Education Revolution guidelines released yesterday
are now in a position to request funding for:

- Anew library ‘learning resource centre'

- A new multipurpose hall (possibly larger than we
originally planned)

- Constuction of permanent classrooms to replace (at
least some) portables

- Maintenance and refurbishment money for a variety
smaller projects.

While some funding is guaranteed to all schools, we can
assume we'll get everything we ask for. Rest assured we
will be prominent in seeking the best possible outcomes
FPS.

Timelines for the application process are extremely tight
(one of the applications basically has to be completed
tomorrow) in order to achieve the Federal Government's
intended aims of a spegdnjection of life into the
economy. Successful applicants will see work begin mid
year.
