 Theyõre Backé  Headlice 
 

Head lice are common in school-aged children and are the most 

adaptable of creatures.  They have survived living solely on human 

hair for 10,000 years.  You may be reassured to know that they are 

commonly found in places other than Flemington Primary School.  

Some of the reasons they have survived for as long as they have are: 

 

¶ The six legs of a louse end in a claw, allowing them to grip the 

hair. 

¶ They detect vibration and can hide - (conditioner will help fix 

this problem) 

¶ Head lice can óholdô their breath for 20 mins ï looking like 

they are dead. 

¶ Head lice are not fussy about the heads they live on ï they 

make no consideration for income, ethnicity or hair colour. 

They live their entire lives on human heads and their entire 

food and water source is supplied from the scalp.   

¶ The eggs are attached to the hair with a óglueô like substance.  

Studies conducted on 45 different products to dissolve the 

óglueô showed nothing would dissolve it.  

¶ Head lice donôt fly or jump ï they crawl from head to head.  

This often happens when people play or work closely together 

 

Head lice (Pediculosis humanus capitis) are small (3-4mm) 

wingless insects, which are common particularly in school aged 

children.  Eggs can be difficult to see; use a strong light (such as 

sunlight) and look on the hair shafts.  If you are not sure whether an 

object you find is a head louse egg, try sliding it up the hair shaft 

using your fingers. Eggs are usually quite difficult to move, whereas 

dandruff and other items slide easily. 

 

The good newsé 

We know where they live and we know how to find them. If you 

follow these steps, once a week, the control of head lice in your 

home will be greatly improved. 

Step1 Comb inexpensive hair conditioner on to dry, brushed 

(detangled) hair.  This makes it difficult for lice to grip 

the hair or run around; 

Step 2 Wipe the conditioner from the comb onto a paper towel or 

 tissue; 

Step 3 Look on the tissue and on the comb for lice and eggs; 

Step 4 If lice or eggs are found, the child should be treated; 

Step 5 If the child has been treated recently and only hatched 

eggs are found, you may not have to treat since the eggs 

could be from the old infection. 

Step 6 There is no need to make a huge effort to clean the entire 

house.  Only the pillowcase requires specific laundering. 

 

An aid to combating nits is to ensure that children with long hair 

have it tied back in plaits or pony tails.  If your child has head lice ï 

tell anyone who has had head to head contact with them and ask 

them to check their family for head lice. For more information go to:

As we are unable to schedule checks this term could you please 

check your childôs hair regularly and treat accordingly.
