It was fantastic news to hear Flemington will be
allocated the maximum available amount of "School
Pride" funding from the Federal Government's
economic stimulus package. This means we'll have
access to $200,000 to tackle projects such as creating
an autdoor learning environment at the rear of the
science room, restoration of the historic gates at Mt
Alexander Road and removing tripping hazards from
the bitumen areas around the school.

School Council has been lobbying the state and federal
governmentsn relation to the stimulus package and
other funding opportunities. We remain confident that
Flemington will receive a major injection of funds for
building works later in the year. That said, the hoops
we need to jump through to achieve this have delayed
getting our longplanned hall project underway. We
were very close to proceeding with our hall at the start
of 2009, funded with the aid of a low interest loan
from the state government, backed by a-operative.
The Rudd Government announcement that solsoof
Flemington's size might be eligible for up to $3 million
for building works was a windfall that meant the-ap
was unlikely to be necessargnd we could aim for a
larger hall. We'll be in touch with those that signed up
as coop members as soorsave have clarity on the
funding likely to be coming our way.

The opportunity to replace portables and build
permanent classrooms is also a boon so we are
awaiting details on classroom designs, before we lock
in locations for the hall and other facilities

Head lice are common in school-aged children and are the most
adaptable of creatures. They have survived living solely on human
hair for 10,000 years. You may be reassured to know that they are
commonly found in places other than Flemington Primary School.
Some of the reasons they have survived for as long as they have are:

1  Thesix legs of a louse end in a claw, allowing them to grip the
hair.

1 They detect vibration and can hide - (conditioner will help fix
this problem)

1 Head lice can ‘hold’ their breath for 20 mins — looking like
they are dead.

1 Head lice are not fussy about the heads they live on — they
make no consideration for income, ethnicity or hair colour.
They live their entire lives on human heads and their entire
food and water source is supplied from the scalp.

1 The eggs are attached to the hair with a ‘glue’ like substance.
Studies conducted on 45 different products to dissolve the
‘glue’ showed nothing would dissolve it.

1 Head lice d o nfly ér jump — they crawl from head to head.
This often happens when people play or work closely together

Head lice (Pediculosis humanus capitigre small (3-4mm)
wingless insects, which are common particularly in school aged
children. Eggs can be difficult to see; use a strong light (such as
sunlight) and look on the hair shafts. If you are not sure whether an
object you find is a head louse egg, try sliding it up the hair shaft
using your fingers. Eggs are usually quite difficult to move, whereas
dandruff and other items slide easily.

We know where they live and we know how to find them. If you
follow these steps, once a week, the control of head lice in your
home will be greatly improved.

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Influenza HIN1 (Human Swine Flu) Update from DEECD

A number of Victorian school-aged children and a teacher have been confirmed as Influenza HIN1 (Human
Swine Flu) cases.

As a precaution to help prevent further spread of the virus, on 25 May 2009, the Commonwealth &
Victorian Governments asked that all children returning from the US, Canada, Japan, Mexico and Panama
be kept at home for seven (7) days prior to returning to child care, kindergarten or school. At this stage, the
exclusion does not affect teachers or child care workers. This decision is based on information available so
far about how this virus spreads.

While neither the World Health Organisation nor the Australian Government have recommended against
travelling to these countries, the virus is spreading within these countries to an extent that warrants extra
precaution to help stop the virus spreading from returned travellers.

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Volunteers and privacy in the school community

As a volunteer you may occasionally access personal information of students, staff, and others in the school
community. There are legislative requirements that prescribe how an individual’s personal information can be
collected, used and disclosed, stored and accessed. Personal information includes health information.

Personal Information is any information that identifies an individual; it may be enrolment information,
health or student progress information. Schools have a responsibility to ensure the personal information
they possess is used for the purposes it was collected and is adequately secured.

For example, schools may collect and display student health information in a secured staff room to ensure
students receive appropriate care. The information should not be used or disclosed for other purposes. Similarly,
schools may take some limited student information off premises when on excursions. Schools are obliged to
ensure personal information is secured and used for appropriate purposes.

What do | need to do as a volunteer?

i Ensure that you have only that personal information required to undertake your role as a
volunteer.

o} Ask yourself, do | need all the available information, or just a part of the available information to
undertake my role?

i Ask yourself, is this information relevant to my role or the task I’'m going to do?

i Do not disclose any personal information that you may have happened to access in your role as a
volunteer.

o] Only use personal information for the purpose it was disclosed to you in your role as a volunteer.

i Ensure that personal data is appropriately secured, particularly if it is taken off the school
premises, e.g. medical information taken on an excursion.

o] If emailing personal information off site place the personal information in a word document and
password protect the document. Do not include the password in the email!

0 If taking personal information on a lap top or a memory stick out of school, ensure all documents
containing personal information are password protected.

i If in doubt about the handling of personal information, seek advice from staff.

o} Individuals may complain to the Department of Education and Early Childhood Development or the
Victorian Privacy Commissioner if they feel their privacy has been breached.

o} If you have a question or concern about handling of the personal information in the school, speak to the
school or call the Privacy Officer at Department of Education and Early Childhood Development on 9637
3601.

Responsible management of personal information is everyone’s business.

LAVIVIRULIGL AWAIeNess at 'y

Over the last 4 years, Flemington Primary School has taken every opportunity to educate our students,
families and community on global environmental issues.

We have successfully applied for a number of grants and used these to obtain:

1. 18 solar panels located on the north facing roof of the main building. These panels collect
energy from the sun which is fed back into the electrical grid. The average daily collection is
and the savings on the school electricity accounts over the last 8 months is
These panels were funded by a mixture of Commonwealth Government, State Government
and Sustainability Victoria grants supplemented by school funds. The education component
of this initiative enables the data to be viewed daily on the laptop computer placed in the
foyer. This allows data from the SunnyBoy smart box to be downloaded through a Flash
view and show hourly energy collection. Spreadsheets allow data to be analysed daily,
weekly and monthly and graphed.

2. Two 45,500 litre water tanks were installed at the end of the school adjacent to the Child
Care centre. These tanks collect water from the long run of portable buildings and together
with the very large pump, connected to the sprinkler system on the oval provide water for the
grass and trees at that end of the grounds. This installation was funded by the Commonwealth
Government Green Vouchers scheme.

3. Two 30,300 litre water tanks have been installed at the rear of the MultiPurpose room. They
collect water from the roof of the main building and have been connected to the student toilets
with another pump. This system reverts to mains water when the tanks are empty — this has
not happened since the installation!

These tanks were funded through a Commonwealth Government Water Savings grant.

4. Blinds and solar film have been installed/applied to all west facing windows to assist in
cooling rooms and reducing the need for air conditioning. This was funded by a Schools
Energy grant.

5. Two 10,000 water tanks were installed under the fire escape stairs and collect water from the back of

the school while a 20,000 water tank was installed behind room 14 connected to that guttering. These
tanks feed into the large tanks feeding the oval and were funded through a City West Water grant.

All tanks are now connected with flow levels enabling our main use, the student toilets, to take priority for
water. This has saved the school and the environment over 100,000 litres of water in the last 12 months.

The Schools Water Efficiency Project has funded two audits at the school resulting in the replacement of
leaking taps, installation of flow restriction devices, dual flush cisterns and temperature controls on hot water
systems.

A Victorian Government funded electrical upgrade funded replacement of all fluorescent light tubes with
Quadphosphur globes providing greater light for less energy; timer switches into the Computer Lab and
infrequently used rooms and thermostat controls on most used air conditioners.

Grade 3-6 students are involved in Environmental groups through the elective rotations they participate in
each week. Students develop their understandings of the global environment and the impact they as individuals
and families have. They have completed Carbon Footprint calculators and discussed how we, as a school, can
manage our energy use and carbon footprint. Some suggestions which we already implement are: Walking
School Bus, Walk & Ride to School days, Classroom Monitors for lights, heaters, computers and air
conditioners and Student Leaders/SRC Reps promoting environmental issues within their grades.
