The announcement of $4.2 million in funding from the
federal and state governments last week was a massive win
for our school. While we were entitled to $3 million in
Building the Education Revolution funding, the key victories
for Hemington are: a) we have managed to avoid getting
generic building designs unsuited to our site; b) we are
getting two projects for the money rather than the one

most schools are receiving; and ¢) we managed to attract
an additional $1.2 from the State @ernment. All three

terrific achievements are the result of sustained lobbying by
School Council and the wider Flemington community.
Thank you to everyone who kept the pressure on.

This morning school councillors met with our architect and
project manageand it's fair to say we still have some
hurdles to cross. The fact that every school in Australia has
some building works planned has resulted in significantly
inflated prices. Contingency fees set by the governments
are also high. We are currently workimn the best possible
classroom complex and multipurpose hall we can get for
our available funding.

That said, we're a long way from our previous project of a
$350,000 hall, funded by a @perative and state
government loan!

In other news, the outdoolearning area calesigned by

the grade 5/6 students (including detailed budgeting?),
should be complete in October, the historic gates are being
renovated and we have a running track planned for the
oval. These projects, all federally funded, are the teps

in an exciting period of construction for our school.

Finally, thanks to everyone who has worked on and for the

Fathers' Day stall, which is always immensely popular with
our students.
