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Peer Review Day 2

Last Thursday we had our final Peer Review day. The day covered a series of interviews with team leaders, teachers
and students. The reviewers also visited classes to do observations of teaching and examined our learning
environments. We have received much praise from the visiting panel for what we as teachers are doing at FPS. It was
very affirming for us to hear this praise and to have acknowledged that all that we do is of a high standard and our key
improvement strategies are well aligned and having a positive impact on student learning. As part of the process of
the review, we have also received some recommendations that will be included in the writing of the next Strategic
Plan and Annual Implementation Plan. The two main foci are from the Framework for Improving Student Outcomes
(FISO) - building practice excellence with a strong focus on curriculum, high impact teaching strategies and
instruction. The second main focus is building student pride and connectedness to learning. We already work and
have goals in these areas and will now incorporate some more recommendations. As we plan for 2018 and beyond we
will be working to create a leadership team and professional learning community that can strategically support these
goals. The review team consisted of Dr Toni Stroud- Monash University, Principal Tina McDougall- Carlton Gardens
PS, Principal Jenny Crowle -Truganina P-g College, DET Senior Education Improvement Leader Mona Malouf, Vice
